Livestock exhibitors must be in compliance with animal health
requirements as defined by the department. Please refer to the
MDA web site www.michigan.gov/mdafairreqs.
All goats must have an official ID for scrapie.
All goats must be in the possession and care of the exhibitor by
May 1%, If the project can’t be in the possession and care of
the exhibitor by this date, an agreement must be on file with
the superintendent by May 1%
Any exhibitor violating rule #3 will lose premiums, placing,
championships and any award’s concerning the animal.
All dairy goats must be neatly disbudded or naturally polled.
Pygmies, Angoras and Boer according to owner’s preference.
Breeding goats to be clipped according to breed standards, all
market goats must be neatly clipped.
Exhibitors are to do their own work; realizing younger
exhibitors may need assistance.
May show more than one entry in a class, unless otherwise
stated.
Maximum number of goats shown per exhibitor is 6.

. All goat exhibitors must supply materials to have goats on a

maximum of a 2-foot tie and or penned. The pen must be safe
and secure for both the animal and the public. Bedding must
be contained by a suitable barrier.

All goats must be checked in at the west side of the small
animal building on Sunday, July 8" at 4 p.m. Market goat
weigh in @ 4:00 pm on Monday.

A Scrapie ID must be presented at check in.

There will be a manure disposal fee of $3.50 per animal. The
Small Animal Association approved a .50 cent increase to be
applied to the trophy fund. Fees must accompany barn space
request forms due May 1st. Checks should be made payable to
Eaton County Agriculture Society.

All market animals must be owned by the exhibitor.
